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Introduction:
At St. Luke’s Primary School, we are committed to providing all children with learning opportunities to engage in music. This policy sets out a framework which gives guidance on planning, teaching and assessment. 
At St Luke’s, our school vision is ‘Let your light shine, live life to the full, respect and care for all, create a happy and safe world for everyone’. In Music, we want our children to be inspired. Music is an art that can be practised, appreciated and enjoyed at many levels. Children, through music, are encouraged to take part in practical activities, both individually and in groups, that encourage and cultivates an enjoyment of different genres of music. It is our aim that all children at St. Luke’s Primary School experience a high-quality, inspiring music education which instils a life-long enjoyment and appreciation for music.

Our objectives in the teaching of Music are:
· To perform, listen to, review and evaluate music across a range of historical periods, genres, styles and traditions, including the works of the great composers and musicians.
· To learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.
· To understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated, including through the inter-related dimensions: pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations.
Foundation Stage:
In Foundation Stage music is taught within the ‘Expressive Arts and Design’ Early Learning Goal. Early music skills are taught including joining in with dancing and ring games, singing familiar songs, moving rhythmically, tapping simple rhythms and exploring how sounds can be changed using untuned instruments.




Key Stage one:
At Key Stage One, pupils should:
· use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes 
· play tuned and untuned instruments musically 
· listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music 
· experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music.

Key Stage Two:
Pupils should be taught to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control. They should develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory.
Pupils should be taught to: 
· Play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression.
· Improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music 
· Listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory 
· Use and understand staff and other musical notations 
· Appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians 
· Develop an understanding of the history of music.
Music Curriculum Planning
· We use the National Curriculum music objectives as the basis for our curriculum planning. Our curriculum planning is in three phases (long-term, medium-term and short-term). The long-term plan maps the music curriculum aspects to be studied in each term within each class. For the medium-term planning, the coordinator has, alongside teachers, identified the key knowledge and skills of each topic and consideration has been given to ensure progression across topics throughout each year group across the school. 
SEND 
· At St. Luke’s Primary School we teach music to all children regardless of their ability. Music forms part of the school’s curriculum policy to provide a broad and balanced education to all children. We provide learning opportunities matched to the needs of children with learning difficulties and we take into account the targets set for individual children in their Individual Provision Maps (IPMs). Teachers take account of the three principles of inclusion that are set out in the National Curriculum: Setting suitable learning challenges, responding to the diverse learning needs of pupils and overcoming potential barriers to learning and assessment for individuals and groups of pupils.

Equal Opportunities
All children regardless of race, culture, religion, social background, gender or academic ability, have equal access to music in order to develop their personal, musical capability. We carefully plan, monitor and assess to ensure all of our pupils feel valued. Learning is challenging, yet achievable by all children, whatever their abilities and differentiation is achieved by both work set and outcome. Pupils will be encouraged to value social and cultural diversity through musical experiences. They will listen to, and participate in, a variety of experiences in a positive and constructive role.
Assessment for learning
At St. Luke’s Primary School, assessment is an integral part of the teaching process. Assessment is used to inform planning and to facilitate differentiation. The assessment of children’s work is on-going to ensure that understanding is being achieved and that progress is being made. Feedback is given to the children as soon as possible. The marking of work will be guided by the school’s Marking Policy. Parents are given feedback at termly parent consultations.
Musical Events at St Luke’s Primary School
 At St. Luke’s Primary School, we believe that music enriches the lives of people, and so we endeavour to involve as many children as possible in musical activities. Every year, children are given the opportunity to participate in our Christmas productions and Acorn Theatre Productions which allows them to showcase their singing abilities. 
Role of the Subject Leader
The music subject leader is responsible for: 
· Ensuring progression and continuity across the key stage and school through the development of the long term plan. 
· Supporting colleagues in the implementation of the short term planning and providing support within each unit of work.
· Monitoring progress and standards within the subject. 
· Keeping up to date with developments in music and disseminating information to the rest of the teaching staff.
This policy is reviewed and adapted regularly to meet the changing needs of the school and in the light of any new initiatives.
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
