Dinners & Pizza Muffins
Following on from our latest e-mail, we wanted to share that Nottinghamshire County Council are increasing the price of school

dinners across the county, with effect from the beginning of the new financial year - Tst April. This is due to the ever-increasing
costs to them and is not within the control of St. Luke's school. This means that a paid school dinner is set to increase from
£2.95 per meal, to £3.16 - this is a 21p increase.

Similarly, from our return after the Easter break, Nottinghamshire County Council are increasing the price of pizza muffins from
40p a pizza muffin to 50p a pizza muffin.

From after the Easter break, we have decided to ‘mix up’ the break time snack offer for the children, following the suggestion
from some parents we broaden the offer. From Easter, pizza muffins will now only be sold on a Monday, Wednesday and
Friday at 50p per muffin. Toasted and buttered teacakes will be sold at 35p each on a Tuesday and hot, buttered, sourdough
crumpets will be the Thursday option at the price of 50p each. Naturally, if we find the children would prefer to return to a full
week of pizza muffins, we will review this at the May half-term.

Birthdays and Birthday Cakes
Birthdays are such an important occasion, and we are keen to continue to support your children in
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celebrating their special day with their friends in school. However, please can we ask that any treats or Hgﬁ‘ x

cakes you wish to share are individually wrapped or packaged. This is not just because we do not have ‘T
the time to be cutting up cakes, but also to ensure that we send any items home for parents to check for B‘R
allergies and intolerances. Thank you for your understanding and co-operation. »
