Curriculum adaptation; Access for all.
Our curriculum is inclusive and adapted to meet the needs of all learners. Language Angels provides differentiated materials and visual supports to ensure accessibility for pupils with additional learning needs or EAL backgrounds. Teachers use modelling, repetition, and scaffolding to build confidence and understanding.
Pupils are encouraged to celebrate their progress and to support one another in collaborative activities, ensuring that everyone can experience success in language learning.




Sequencing of learning, particularly through concepts, vocabulary and skills
Learning is carefully sequenced to build on prior knowledge and revisit key concepts regularly.
Each unit follows a logical progression: introducing vocabulary and pronunciation, practising comprehension, developing sentence-building skills, and applying knowledge in creative contexts such as dialogue and writing.
Core grammatical concepts — including gender, verb forms, and adjective agreement — are introduced gradually and revisited in increasing depth. This ensures pupils can make meaningful connections across units and confidently use language in varied situations.





What to teach and when
French is taught weekly from Key Stage 2, with a clear progression of knowledge and skills mapped across year groups. Lower KS2 focuses on foundational vocabulary, pronunciation, and simple sentence construction. Upper KS2 builds on this knowledge with more complex grammar, extended writing, and conversational skills. Each unit revisits and reinforces prior learning to support retention and deepen understanding.



Scope and breadth of the curriculum
Our French curriculum, delivered through Language Angels, provides a rich and balanced programme that covers all four key language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Lessons are designed to engage pupils of all abilities through songs, stories, games, and practical activities.
The curriculum introduces pupils to a wide range of vocabulary, grammatical structures, and cultural contexts, ensuring that children develop both linguistic competence and cultural awareness. Pupils explore themes such as greetings, family, school, hobbies, weather, food, and celebrations, providing a broad understanding of everyday language and French life.




Substantive and disciplinary knowledge

Our school curriculum and teaching has progressive disciplinary and substantive knowledge planned across each year group into each unit. The Essentail Learning Summaries outlining this knowledge for the MFL Curriculum are being developed over this academic year (2025/26). 



Know more, do more and remember more
Our curriculum is designed to help pupils retain key language knowledge and apply it confidently in new contexts. Pupils acquire essential vocabulary, grammar, and phonics knowledge. They have the chance to apply their understanding in practical communication — listening, speaking, reading, and writing tasks. Regular retrieval practice, repetition, and interleaving help pupils to consolidate learning and recall vocabulary and structures independently. Through this approach, children develop both fluency and accuracy, ensuring long-term retention of key skills.




Your aims and ambitions for the curriculum
At St. Luke’s C of E, our ambition is to deliver a French curriculum that is inclusive, inspiring, and accessible to all pupils. We aim to nurture confident, enthusiastic learners who develop a love of languages and the cultural curiosity to explore the wider world. Our teaching aligns with the National Curriculum for Languages, providing pupils with the linguistic knowledge, communication skills, and cultural understanding needed to express themselves effectively and confidently in French. Ultimately, we want children to leave Key Stage 2 as confident, articulate learners who see language learning as an enjoyable, lifelong skill and who are prepared to become global citizens in an interconnected world..

Findings:
· Staff find the Languages curriculum difficult to plan for and teach due to the lack of consistency in resources and gaps in staff subject knowledge (Staff voice Autumn 2024)
· The new Language Angels curriculum has been implemented and has begun to be used by all KS2 staff  (monitoring 05/02/25)
· Monitoring has shown that teachers are adapting learning for the first 20% and are giving VF to children (05.02.25)
· Pupil voice says that children find the French vocabulary easier to learn and remember now we are following the new scheme. Older pupils say they still fnd the subject hard. (5.2.25)
· Post-assessment quizzes are used to show progress across KS2 (19.03.25)

Next steps:
· Begin to implement the new Language Angels curriculum across school in January 2025. 
· Teachers to use Knowledge Organisers and pre/post assessment quizzes from the Language Angels scheme. 
· Teachers to ensure recall and retrieve questions are used in lessons. 
· Further Monitoring to take place in February 2026
· Staff are beginning to plan units on whole school ELS documents to be completed by the end of Summer Term 2026. 

Actions taken:
· A new curriculum was researched and purchased in December 2024 (Language Angels). 
· The long term plan for all year groups was created and shared with staff (December 2024)
· Staff began to plan using the new units of work (Jan 25)
· Staff have begun planning on ELS documents and these can be seen on the server for Autumn Term (2025)
Impact of actions taken:
· Staff are more confident planning French using the ELS documents. 
· Pupils are better able to remember key vocabulary (pupil voice 5/2/25)
