St. Luke’s MUSIC CURRICULUMS AT A GLANCE 

Substantive and disciplinary knowledge

Our school curriculum and teaching has progressive disciplinary and substantive knowledge planned across each year group into each unit. The Essentail Learning Summaries outlining this knowledge for the Music Curriculum will begin to be developed duing the 2025/6 academic year. 




Sequencing of learning, particularly through concepts, vocabulary and skills
The music curriculum has been carefully sequenced using SingUp so that as pupils progress, they gain a coherent knowledge and understanding of singing and performing, improvising and composing and listening and appraising. The additional Musical opportunities including lessons delivered by Inspire Music Hub have been taken into account to ensure that the full National Curriculum is covered beween the SingUp curriculum and these additional opportunities. The curriculum provides a complete and progressive library of resources that meet the requirements of the National Curriculum for Music, the suggested approaches of the Model Music Curriculum, as well as the Statutory Framework for Early Years Foundation Stage and Music Development Matters. 
We also believe that a music curriculum should draw on a broad range of musical traditions, using authentic songs and materials, and have followed this approach when using Sing Up Music to sequence our music Curriculum. Each musical unit allows opportunities for progression in musical vocabulary revisiting key words and developing performance skills and confidence.  
Our curriculum allows children to become creative composers, critical listeners and confident performers.






Know more, do more and remember more
Our curriculum and teaching has progressive knowledge planned across year groups into each unit, providing opportunities for retrieval practice of prior knowledge and vocabulary at the start of each lesson. Each unit ensures progression across the key milestones of singing and performing, improvising and composing and describing music. Over the course of each year group, pupils will cover the appropriate musical learning, revision of concepts and the regular practising of skills that are essential for effective musical learning. The children are provided with opportunities throughout the year to apply the musical skills they have learnt, allowing the children to demonstrate their knowledge, skills and progress. 





What to teach and when
Music is delivered weekly for 1 hour. During the Autumn term, Thoresby Class (Year 4) are taught African drumming as a whole class group. During the Summer term, Clumber Class (Year 3) are taught the Ukelele. These are delivered by the outside agency ‘Inspire Music Hub’.
The curriculum has been mapped out using the SingUp scheme to ensure that teachers know what, when and where to teach their lessons, carefully following  curriculum overview documentation. 




Scope and breadth of the curriculum
The topics and themes were chosen to fulfil the requirements/coverage of the National Curriculum and are outlined in the SingUp curriculum.The chosen topics allow pupils to develop an understanding of music within culture and history, both in relation to their own culture as well as those from other communities and places. 
Our curriculum is aspirational as it leads pupils to achieve and fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum.





Deliberate enhancements to the curriculum
We enhance the curriculum through allowing the children to experience Music taught by experienced professionals throuugh the Inspire Music Hub (Years 3 and 4). 
We hold regular siniging assemblies; the children learn and perform songs for Church services such as Harvest festival, Christmas Nativity Performances and Easter. 
Each year, the Year 4, 5 and 6 children take part in the Young Theatre Company Theatre Week help at the Acorn Theatre where they have to opportunity to sing in the choir, as a small group or a solo during the production. 
All KS2 children are invited to join the Young Voices choir as a club and perform the songs at Sheffield Arena. 





Your aims and ambitions for the curriculum
We believe a high-quality Music curriculum should inspire pupils to be creative and imaginative within a musical context. The curriculum allows pupils  to learn to sing and to use their voices, to create and compose music on their own and with others, have the opportunity to learn a musical instrument, use technology appropriately and have the opportunity to progress to the next level of musical excellence.

Curriculum adaptation; Access for all.
For the B20% of pupils and pupils with SEND, learning is adapted through scaffolds and adult support.  SEND pupils access the same breadth of knowledge and learning, personalised to each pupil’s SEND need.G&T students given external opportunities to perform. Eg. Solo performances during the Acorn Theatre production.

Findings:
· Staff find the Music curriculum challenging to implement (Autumn term 2024)
· Units of work do not match up with the school’s new curriculum. (Staff voice Autumn 2024)
· The new SingUp curriculum has begun to be implemented across classes (Floor book monitoring 07/03/25)
· The Sing Up Curriculum is becoming embedded. Staff are producing ELS documents to show how their planning os being adapted from the scheme. (Monitoring Oct/Nov 25)
· Staff are beginning to upload videos and photo of Music lessons onto Class Dojo (Monitoring Oct/Nov 25)

Next steps:
· Begin to implement the new SingUp curriculum across school in January 2025. 
· Class teachers to evidence each Music Lesson using a shared page on Class Dojo (email sent to staff 07/03/25).
· Further Monitoring of Class Dojo to take place in April 25
· Conduct Pupil voice monitoring to see how they are finding their new Music lessons. 
· Reminder email sent to staff (6/11/25) about adding Music evidence to Class Dojo

Actions taken:
· A new curriculum was researched and purchased in December 2024 (SingUp). 
· The long term plan for all year groups was created and shared with staff (December 2024)
· Staff began to plan using the new units of work (Jan 25)
· A Page was created on Class Dojo to allow staff to upload evidence from their Music lessons to a shared area (07/03/25)
· Staff began to plan lessons from the scheme onto ELS documents (September 25)

Impact of actions taken:
· The Music Curriculum is planned and adapted from the scheme, allowing us to build up units of work sequentially. 
· Music is taught across school at least once weekly. 
· Key Vocabulary for Music is being planned and taught within Music lessons.
